CARGO CARRIER ASSEMBLY: 

1. Place shank assembly in receiver hitch on vehicle and install pin & clip. 

2. Insert sleeve (7679) into cargo platform.  Attach cargo platform to shank with the .500 hex bolt and locknut. 

3. Tighten .500 Gr8 hex bolt to 75 LB-FT.  Slightly loosen hex locknut until shank moves freely.  IMPORTANT:  The hex 

locknut must be fully engaged onto hex bolt so nut is flush with end of bolt. 

4. Insert lock pin (2471) through shank assembly and cargo platform. 

5. Apply reflectors to rear corners of cargo platform as shown above. 

6. Transport the cargo in the “up” position when unloaded. 

7. If the vehicle license plate is obscured, relocate as shown in figure 2. 

8. Attach clip to reminder card.
